In designing an efpcient workyow, it is important to consider that these steps will change slightly based on
the type of client. For example, some stepsiilike the creation of web plesfwill not be necessary if previewing
is done in the studio. It also must be noted that in order to maintain consistency and speed, you must be shooting
RAW ples. Yes, you read that right. Working with RAW ples is now faster than working with JPGs because of
the workyow features built into Photoshop CS2 & CS3. Many of the techniques outlined simply will not work
with JPGs. This is a huge benept, not only in consistency, but in the quality of the pnal product as well.
